The homeowner/occupant holds harmless the contractor and (Grantee) from
any damages that might arise as a result of the installation, such as damaged shrubs or lawns. The
contractor, acting under a contract with the (Grantee), will take normal

construction precautions to prevent such damages.

Neither the homeowner nor the occupant will be responsible for any of the costs associated with the
service line installation or the actual connection to the house.
